Tenant agrees to immediately notify Lessor of any change in Tenant’s mailing address, phone number or emergency contact in writing and signed by Tenant.

2.  TERMS:  Lease term will start on the 1st of the month and end on the last day of the month.  If unit is leased after the 1st day of the month, the 1st month’s rent will be prorated.  Prorated rent is the number of days left in the month multiplied by the per day rate.  Tenant agrees to the lease term notated above, payable in advance for a 3, 6 and 12 month lease term or before the 1st day of each month for a month-to-month lease term.  Tenant also agrees to pay a one-time refundable clean-up/damage deposit equal to one month’s rent payable at beginning of lease term.  Deposit will be refunded if all conditions are met in the Termination section of this agreement.  Rent must be paid by check, money order, credit card or cashier’s check and mailed to the address stated above.  If rent is not received by the 10th day of the month, Tenant agrees to pay a late charge of $10.00.  Tenant’s Space will be over locked if rent remains to be unpaid by the 20th of the month and will be charged an additional $10.00 over lock fee.  Tenant agrees to pay a $25.00 charge for each returned check.  At the end of the lease term stated, this rental agreement shall automatically renew based on the original lease (3, 6, 12 month lease or on a month-to-month basis) under the same terms and conditions unless indicated in writing by either Lessor or Tenant.

3.  USE AND OCCUPANCY:  The Space shall not be used as a residence or for any unlawful purpose and will be kept in good condition by Tenant.  The Space is to be used only for storage of boats or other watercraft and recreational vehicles owned by the listed Tenant.  Automobiles or other fuel-driven equipment may be stored only if all registration and inspection stickers are current and valid.   Tenant shall not sublet or assign all or any portion of premises or Tenants interests therein.  Storage of any materials classified as hazardous, controlled or illegal under any State, Federal or Local law or regulation is prohibited.  The storage of welding or flammable, chemical, odorous, explosive or other inherently dangerous materials is prohibited and will be cause for immediate termination of this Rental Agreement.  Tenant shall not do or permit to be done any act, which creates or may create a hazard, nuisance or an environmental problem in connection with Tenant’s use of the Space or the Facility.  Tenant further agrees that the premises are not to be used for the conduct or operation of any business, or for animal habitation or for the storage of any food or other perishable items.  Any of these violations will be cause for immediate termination of this rental agreement.

4.  TERMINATION: The Lessor or Tenant may terminate this Rental Agreement by giving written notice to the other party at least 30 days prior to the end of the lease term.  Rent is payable by the Tenant to the Lessor for the full 30 day period prior to vacating the premises.  If the Tenant vacates prior to the end of the said 30-day period or prior to the end of the lease term, no rent or deposit will be refunded for that time.  In order to receive the refundable deposit, Tenant must give a 30 day written notice and leave unit clean and free of any damages.  Lessor may also terminate this Rental Agreement in the event of a breach of the covenants, terms or conditions of this Rental Agreement.  ( ______ Tenant’s Initials )

5.  LIABILITIES:  All property stored within or on the Space by Tenant or located at the Facility shall be at Tenant’s sole risk and supervision.  Tenant shall hold Lessor and his agents harmless from all claims of loss or damage to property and for injury or death of persons caused by acts of negligence of Tenant, his/her guests or licenses, and/or occurring on premises rented for Tenant’s exclusive use.  Tenant hereby releases Lessor from any and all liability for loss or damage to Tenant’s property or effects arising from water leakage, broken pipes, theft, fire or any other causes.  Tenant agrees to store possessions on the premises at Tenant’s own risk and may purchase insurance independently through an insurance agent.  Lessor does not offer any type of insurance on any Tenant’s property being stored on the premises.  ( ______ Tenant’s Initials )

6.  LOCK:  Tenant will be provided with a key for his/her storage unit, if it is a unit with a built-in locking mechanism.  The Tenant can request up to 2 additional keys for his/her unit.  If the key or keys are not returned at the end of the lease term, the Tenant will be charged a $5 replacement charge for each key not returned.  If it is a unit that requires a padlock, it is the responsibility of the tenant to provide his own lock.  In case of a lock out, Lessor shall have the right to replace the locking mechanism or place another lock on the unit’s door until all rent and late charges are brought current.  Lessor will not be responsible for replacing the Tenant’s lock, if it was necessary to remove it.  Tenant shall provide, at his/her own expense a lock for the Space, which Tenant deems sufficient to secure the Space.  Space shall be immediately unlocked upon execution of this Rental Agreement for Tenant’s sole use.  Tenant shall not provide Lessor or Lessor’s agents with a key and/or combination to Tenant’s lock.  In case of lock out, as stated in the Terms section of this Rental Agreement, Lessor shall have the right to place its own lock on Tenant’s door until all rent and late charges are brought current and Lessor will not be responsible for replacing Tenant’s lock, if necessary to remove.

7.  INSPECTION:  Upon request of the Lessor, the Tenant shall provide access to the Lessor, its agents, contractors or any representatives of the fire and police departments to enter the Space for the purpose of inspection, repair, alteration, improvements, or to supply necessary or agreed services.  In case of emergency, the Lessor may enter the Space for any of the above stated purposes without notice to or consent from the Tenant, and Lessor reserves the right to remove the contents of the Space to another Space of the Facility, if necessary.

8.  EXTERMINATION:  The extermination of insects and/or rodents from the units will be the Tenant's responsibility.

9. CLEANING OF UNIT:  The cleaning out of the unit will be the Tenant’s responsibility.  The units can only be swept and mopped.  DO NOT spray water in the unit; it can run under the walls in the next unit and may cause damage to neighbor’s property.

10:  ELECTRICAL OUTLETS:  Some of our units are equipped with electrical outlets.  Electrical outlets are an additional $5.00 / month.  If your unit has an outlet, you will automatically be billed the additional fee unless you notify us that you are not going to need it.  Then we can disconnect the outlet.  If you do not have an outlet and you would like one installed, contact our office.

11.  TENANT’S AGREEMENT:
